Mullingar Equestrian Centre hosted a well attended day of Interschools show jumping last Saturday. On a day of beautiful autumn weather over 60 novice and open teams competed in the outdoor arenas. The open team Showjumping was part of the Equestrian Interschools Ireland league and an inviting course saw 17 teams qualify for the jump off round. This round proved decisive with 7 of these jumping double clear so that time decided the winners. The fastest clear round was that jumped by Karen Casey and Cara Mooney in a time of 71.7 on behalf of team mates Emma O’Callaghan and Alanna Murphy for Newbridge College. Just pipped into second place on a time of 71.95 was the Mercy Secondary School Ballymahon team, made up of Derek Shaw, Christopher Connell, Megan Connell and Aine McLoughlin. Athlone Community School were 5 seconds slower taking third place. The remaining minor places went to Colaiste Bhride Carnew, Gallen Community School and Wilson’s Hospital in fourth, fifth and sixth respectively. Seventh place went to the only other double clear, St Gerard’s Bray. The fastest time overall, 69.66 was posted by the second Newbridge College team but a pole on the ground deprived this team of the win.

The open individual league competition was very competitive with less than five seconds separating the top six. The winner on the day was Rebecca Yorke representing Scoil Mhuire Longford in a very fast time of 41.55, closely followed by Ellen Radford Dodd from Holy Child Killiney in 43.74. Megan Connell from Mercy School Ballymahon was less than one second slower to claim third followed by fellow student Christopher White. Maedhbh Brassil from Newbridge College and Nano Healy from St Mary’s Mullingar were fifth and sixth.

30 teams contested the novice competition and first place was claimed by Scoil Mhuire Longford represented by Shauna Farrell, Abbie Moloney, Viola Callahan and Kate Brannigan. Our Lady’s Bower (Slaine Hynes, Megan Tumulty,Elaa Kane and Maeve Cuffe) was second and St Joseph’s rochfortbridge was third.

Local students filled the top three spots in the novice individual competition. Emma Flynn and Rebecca Flynn representing St Finians were first and second followed by Niamh O’Mahony in third. Newbridge College rider Orla Harrington was fourth with Megan O’Leary from Ursuline Thurles and Drew Feeny from Our Lady’s Bower in fifth and sixth.
