Report

St Kieran’s College Secondary School in Co. Kilkenny hosted its annual inter-schools show jumping competition incorporation the Equestrian Interschools League with the generous welcome of the Moloney Family at the Warrington E.C. last weekend.

This is the sixth year St Kieran’s College has been involved in hosting the event and it has continued to grow in popularity among competing schools and individual riders. The course design by Pat Drennan and the assistance of staff and so many parents ensure that the day runs as smoothly as possible and it affords riders, many of whom have travelled a long distance the opportunity to compete.

46 teams from all over Ireland entered the competition including schools from Wicklow, Wexford, Tipperary and Kildare and Dublin. 

The day itself brought ideal conditions for show jumping allowing use of both outdoor and indoor arenas throughout the day.

The format used, which had the first round jumping in the outdoor arena followed by the second round in the indoor allowed riders to experience two different courses, with attendant opportunities and difficulties.

The novice teams started the day’s competitions with victory after a four way jump off going to the Wesley college team of Tilly Shaw on Whisper Holly Micklem riding B*Witched Pippa Durham riding  Jim Delaney and Sam Micklem riding Sunny. Their jump off riders Holly Micklem and Pippa Durham left all the poles standing to finish in the competition’s best time of 68.11. Second place went to local school Loreto Kilkenny, finishing on 4 faults in a time of 68.18. They were represented by Sarah Dawson with Olivia’s Gift, Gemma Hoyne-Casey Aldatus on Wonder, Lorraine Hoyne-Casey on Midnight Tango Two and Sorcha Daly riding Bisto. Presentation Kilkenny were 3rd and Kildare Town Community School were 4th. 
The novice Individuals followed and 44 combinations took on the one round speed round. Clodagh Finlay riding Molly Malone for Newbridge College was first to go and set a very fast time of 56.08 which proved too difficult to catch although Miriam Brett riding Bisto gave it a go to claim 2nd in 59.27. 

The Open competition followed and the two track format took its toll with no double clear rounds being posted until team 7when Kilkenny College put down its marker to qualify the first of its eventual two teams for the jump off round. Of the 33 starters a total of 10 jumped off against the clock. Victory went to Good Counsel New Ross with jump off riders Jack Kehoe and Daniel Holden setting a very fast time of 60.38 to see off Newbridge College White team who had to settle for 2nd place. The other Good Counsel riders were Jim Redmond on Little Romeo and Noel Dunne riding Warship. Newbridge College was represented by Caoimhe Sweeney riding Kippure Steepleview Jack, Luke Heffernan on My Rockstown Two, Sarah Behan riding Mullabaloo and Emma McGlynn on Othello. Newbridge also claimed third place, this time represented by Karen Casey on Primadonna Girl, Emma O’Callaghan riding La Paca, Meadhbh Brassil riding St James’s Gate and Amy Carroll on Killington Lady. The Open Individual finished the day’s events and there was compensation for just missing out on the team win for Caoimhe Sweeney who claimed the event from Hannah Holden in second and Kayleigh Soden in third.

The action now moves to Killoserry next Saturday where the Glynn family host the next league event.
